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Monday, 17th August 2009, marked a major 
milestone for the LTA CCL engineers. 

Tunnelling works for the Circle Line was officially 
completed with a tunnel-breakthrough ceremony 
involving residents and grassroots leaders from 
Ulu Pandan.

For many residents living around the CCL Farrer 
Station, this also meant that the station’s opening 
date was drawing closer. The construction of  
the Circle Line is on schedule, with more than 
three-quarters of  the track already laid. The 
laying of  the remaining rail tracks and Electrical 
& Mechanical (E&M) works will follow in the 
months ahead. 

Revenue services for the other CCL stations are 
expected to start progressively from 2010 onwards. 
The 33.3-kilometre rail project is expected to 
hit a daily ridership of  half  a million when fully 
operational. 

Residents living in the vicinity and motorists 
who travel frequently along Farrer Road can look 
forward to the full reinstatement of  Farrer Road 
by end 2010, with an extra lane added to both 
carriageways.
